10 Scam Warning Signs[image: image1.wmf]
1. Fees: Shouldn’t have to pay any fees to search for scholarship application

2. Never give credit card or bank account information to award providers

3. No scholarships can be guaranteed; be wary of “high success rates” – usually does not refer to actual award winners

4. Legitimate scholarships require work

5. If there is no contact information for the ones sponsoring the scholarship

6. Unsolicited scholarships

7. Don’t be pressured into applying into a scholarship

8. Scholarships won’t be restricted to a single search service.

9. Just because it sounds official doesn’t mean it is.

10. If your questions aren’t answered directly.

These are just warning signs.  Scams can come in many forms.  If you are unsure ask a parent or you guidance counselor. 
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
