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Grade 9

1. Investigate career information in areas that are of interest and match abilities.

2. Work with the guidance counselor about what courses to take.

3. Discuss career and college plans with parents.

Grade 10

1. Be aware of college entrance exams and requirements for admissions.

2. Explore the internet for college information and visit college campuses.

3. Take the PLAN (pre-ACT exam) and PSAT exams

4. Be involved in your community – become a volunteer!

5. Try spending more time reading!

6. Continue to discuss your plans with your parents and guidance counselor.

Grade 11

1. Take the SAT/ACT exams

2. Keep your grades up!

3. Review your high school course selections with your guidance counselor to make sure you meet college requirements.

4. Develop a list of colleges that interest you.  Attend college fairs and visit college campuses.

5. Being involved counts!  Continue to participate in both school and community activities.

6. Begin searching for local scholarships.  You have a better chance of getting a local scholarship versus a national.

Grade 12

1. Retake the ACT/SAT whichever you did better on, because you will most likely improve on the one you did better.

2. Develop essays/portfolios for college and scholarship applications.

3. Apply to colleges.

4. Schedule college interviews if necessary.

5. Investigate scholarships – Beware of scams!

6. Be aware of DEADLINES!

7. Apply for financial aid.

8. Make you final decision on which college to attend before the end of your senior year!
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
